4. Concentration Track
Students whose first major, dual major, or intensive major is in International Studies must complete at least one

of the three Concentration Tracks.

5. Course Enroliment Restrictions for Foreign Students with Insufficient Language Proficiency

Foreign students with insufficient language proficiency will have restrictions on taking major courses until they
submit language scores above a certain level:

TOEFL: 90 points allows enrollment in up to 6 major credits: 100 points has no restrictions.

[ELTS: 6.5 points allows enrollment in up to 6 major credits; 7.0 points has no restrictions.

2. English/Foreign Language Course Requirements for Division of Global Korean Studies Students
Domestic Students must complete at least 42 credits (14 courses) of English (or foreign language)
taught courses. International students and students from the 12-year course in the Division of Global
Korean Convergence Studies must complete at least 9 credits (or 3 courses) of English (or foreign
language) taught courses.

3. Waiver of Language Proficiency Requirements

The official foreign language certification, official Korean language certification, and official Chinese
character proficiency requirements are waived for students graduating from the Division of Global
Korean Convergence Studies. However, if these are graduation requirements for a dual major or
interdisciplinary major, for example, they must still be met.

4. Course Enrollment Restrictions for Foreign Students with Insufficient Language Proficiency
Foreign students with insufficient language proficiency will have restrictions on taking major courses
until they submit language scores above a certain level:

Students with a Korean language score of TOPIK Level 3 or below, or who have completed Level 3
or below at the university's Korean Language Center, cannot enroll in major courses.

Students with a Korean language score of TOPIK Level 4, or who have completed Level 4 at the
university's Korean Language Center, can enroll in up to 6 major credits per semester.

Students with a Korean language score of TOPIK Level 5 or above, or who have completed Level 5
or higher at the university's Korean Language Center, have no restrictions on major course
enrollment.

For students designated by the College to take courses in English, if their foreign language
proficiency score upon admission does not meet a certain level, they will face restrictions on major
course enrollment.
