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Before Entering the Country | Application for Student Visa(D-2)

According to the immigration policy of Korea, all degree-seeking student must obtain a student visa(D-2) and arrive
Korea before the beginning of the semester at Korea University. (GSIS Administration Team will cancel your visa if
you don't enter Korea after the beginning of the semester without any words.)

Due to the changes in immigration guidelines, students must submit the original financial statement document to
Global Service Center by visit or mail in order to issue the certificate of admission(CoA). We can issue the CoA
10 business days after the date of submission. Therefore, students have to prepare and submit the original financial
statement document beforehand. (COA can be issued only before the semester begins)

Additionally, the final academic credentials and the financial statement can be required to submit to Korean Embassy.
Please refer to the contents below, and prepare all the documents in advance with enough time.

* Bank statements issued before July 1, 2025 will be calculated based on the exchange rate of April 1, 2025,
and bank statements issued after July 1, 2025 will be calculated based on the exchange rate of July 1, 2025

b. Students residing abroad : Bank balance certificate of student’s or parents account which should be issued within
30 days from the application date. (20,000, OOO KRW or more/ a year, must be stated in KRW or USD, No other monetary
unit accepted(ex: JPY,CNY,RMB)if parents, student has to submit the family relation certificate.

*Bank statements issued before Dec July 1, 2025 will be calculated based on the exchange rate of April 1,2025, and
bank statements issued after July 1, 2025 will be calculated based on the exchange rate of July 1, 2025.
*(Chinese citizenship owner) Bank balance certificate must be certified or frozen for more than 30 days from the date

of application.
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
